Prepare for the 
Costs Involved in 

Having a Pet

Budgeting

Prepare for unexpected costs 
(health emergencies, 

accidents, extra training, etc.)

Construct 
a monthly 
budget and 
add cost 
breakdown

Subtract your 
expenses from 

your income

Include the costs 
of your pet!

Adopted animals 
often come already 

vaccinated, microchipped, 
spayed, or neutered, plus 

other perks

Adoption fees 
are considerably 
lower than buying$
